
UNIFORM DRESS CODE 2011-2012 
 
NCA students are required to dress in accordance with Northeast Christian Academy’s 
uniform dress code.  
 
The uniform dress code is intended to serve to create an atmosphere free from distraction. 
In addition, it serves to dispense with competition due to outward appearance and 
affluence, de-emphasizes outward appearance in favor of inner beauty and character, 
serves as an economy measure for parents, enhances school spirit, and allows students to 
demonstrate submission to authority. 
 
NCA expects parents to assume the responsibility for their student(s) to follow the 
dress code and leave the school free to focus on its primary goals of building Godly 
character and academic excellence.  
 
Violators of the uniform dress code will be subject to discipline sanctions. NCA also 
reserves the right to remove a student from the classroom immediately for inappropriate 
dress.  A parent will be called to bring appropriate clothing and a parent conference may be 
requested.  
 

GENERAL APPEARANCE GUIDELINES  
 
Females  
Girls’ hair should be neatly groomed at all times and distracting hair-coloring is not 
acceptable. Girls may have pierced ears. Distracting jewelry and visible body-piercing 
are not acceptable. Girls’ nail polish and makeup should be tasteful, not calling attention 
to them. Tattoos or body writings are not permitted.  
 
Males  
Boys’ hair should be groomed in such a fashion that it is not below the eyebrow, below 
the ear-lobe or below the shirt collar nor worn in a manner that is a distraction to the 
student or others around him. Distracting hair-coloring is not acceptable. No extreme 
hair styles are allowed - this includes mohawks, ponytails or any other such styles. Boys 
are not permitted to wear earrings, visible body-piercing, clip-on jewelry or any other 
distracting jewelry. Middle and high school boys must be clean-shaven. No beards or 
mustaches are permitted. Sideburns may extend to the tip of the ear lobe. Tattoos or 
body writings are not permitted. 
 
 
  
 
 



 UNIFORMS  
 

Uniform polo shirts in navy blue, royal blue, black and white and bottoms in medium 
khaki, black or navy blue may be purchased from the uniform stock at Lands, End, 
Kingwood Uniforms, Academy, Target, thechildrenswearoutlet.com, The Gap, 
Greenspoint Uniform Super Store or any department store’s uniform stock ( i.e. J.C. 
Penney, Kohl’s, Macy’s) .  PLEASE NOTE:  some uniform stock at department 
stores may include cargo-style bottoms or very low-cut styles; these are NOT 
permitted at NCA. 
 
Outerwear 
 
Sweaters, fleece, sweatshirts and jackets worn in the classroom must be in the NCA 
uniform colors of navy blue, royal blue, black or white and must be free of any branding.  
These items must have the NCA logo.  Letter jackets are acceptable in the classroom.  
No jackets or sweatshirts with hoods are allowed Monday – Thursday.  Students may 
wear any type of jacket to school; however, if these items do not meet the uniform 
guidelines previously outlined they cannot be worn in the classroom. 
 
All uniform shirts and outerwear approved for Monday through Thursday are required to 
have the Northeast Christian Academy logo.  Please contact Mr. Greg Wong, Fancy 
Monogram and Stitching, to have the NCA logo monogrammed on these items (281-
460-6684). 
 
Girls, Grades PK-6th  

 
Daily Uniform (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday) 

 
Tops Uniform polo shirts in navy blue, royal blue, white or black.  

Each shirt is required to have the NCA logo. 
Optional: white long-sleeved or short-sleeved solid shirt under uniform polo 
shirt. 
 

Field Trip Top Navy blue uniform polo with NCA logo. 
 

Bottoms Pants in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Bermuda style shorts in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Capri’s in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Shorts in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Skirts, skorts or jumpers in medium khaki, black, navy blue or Lands End 
Classic Navy Plaid (must be modest in length). 
 

Belt Brown or black belt must be worn (optional for PK-4th grade). 
Required for 5th and 6th graders for all bottoms with belt loops. 
 

Socks Solid color socks must be worn. 
 

Shoes Navy, black or white closed toes, closed heel athletic sneakers/tennis shoes or 
brown or black closed-toes, closed heel dress shoes (heel height must not 
exceed 2 ½ inches). No flip-flops or sandals. 
 

Jackets Approved Outerwear:  Sweaters, jackets, windbreakers, micro-fiber v-neck 
pullover, and fleece, in navy blue, black, royal blue or white.   Items must have 
the NCA logo.  No jacket or sweatshirts with a hood, or hoodies are allowed 
Monday – Thursday.  

 



Warrior Day Uniform (Fridays) 
 

Top NCA Warrior Wear shirt or NCA polo shirt 
 

Bottom Uniform bottoms or blue-colored blue jeans, blue jean shorts or capris (no 
holes, no frays, no split legs, shorts must be appropriate length). 
 

Belt Warrior Wear shirts may be worn un-tucked on FRIDAY ONLY provided 
shirttails are not excessively long or too short.  If a shirt is worn tucked in, a 
brown or black belt must be worn. 
 

Socks Solid color socks must be worn. 
 

Shoes Navy, black or white closed toes, closed heel athletic sneakers/tennis shoes or 
brown or black closed-toes, closed heel dress shoes (heel height may not 
exceed 2 ½ inches). No flip-flops or sandals. 

 
Jackets Approved Outerwear:  Sweaters, jackets, windbreakers, micro-fiber v-neck 

pullover, and fleece, in navy blue, black, royal blue or white.   NCA Warrior 
Wear hoodies or NCA jackets with hoods are permitted on Friday only.

Boys, Grades PK-6th  
 

Daily Uniform (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday) 
 

Tops Uniform polo shirts in navy blue, royal blue, white or black.  
Each shirt is required to have the NCA logo. 
Optional: white long-sleeved or short-sleeved solid shirt under uniform polo 
shirt. 
 

Field Trip Top Navy blue uniform polo with NCA logo. 
 

Bottoms Pants in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Shorts in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
 

Belt Brown or black belt must be worn (optional for PK-4th grade). 
Required for 5th and 6th graders for all bottoms with belt loops. 
 

Socks Solid color socks must be worn. 
 

Shoes Navy, black or white closed toes, closed heel athletic sneakers/tennis shoes. 
or brown or black closed-toes, closed heel dress shoes (heel height may not 
exceed 2 ½ inches). No flip-flops or sandals. 
 

Jackets Approved Outerwear: Sweaters, jackets, windbreakers, micro-fiber v-neck 
pullover, and fleece, in navy blue, black, royal blue or white.  Items must have 
the NCA logo.

Shoes Navy, black or white closed toes, closed heel athletic sneakers/tennis shoes. 
or brown or black closed-toes, closed heel dress shoes (heel height may not 
exceed 2 ½ inches). No flip-flops or sandals.

Each shirt is required to have the NCA logo. 
Optional: white long-sleeved or short-sleeved solid shirt under uniform polo 
shirt. 
 

Field Trip Top Navy Blue uniform Polo with NCA logo. 
 

Bottoms Pants in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Bermuda style shorts in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Capri’s in medium khaki, black or navy blue. 
Skirts, skorts or jumpers in medium khaki, black, navy blue or Lands End 
Classic Navy Plaid (must be modest in length). 
 

Belt Brown or black belt must be worn. 
 

Socks Solid color socks must be worn. 
 

Shoes Navy, black or white closed toes, closed heel athletic sneakers/tennis shoes or 
brown or black closed-toes, closed heel dress shoes (heel height may not 
exceed 2 ½ inches). No flip-flops or sandals.

Special Activities - On special days or at school-sponsored activities on or off campus, 
students are expected to dress appropriately for these activities and the Administration will 
serve as final authority in matters related to appropriate dress.  
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
